Since the village
is on the hill, there is no school. He was admitted to our hostel for
education. He has been disabled since his right hand was burnt in a
stove as kid. Thanks to the hostel, he was able to complete his school
education. Due to his brilliant intellect, an organization gave him a
scholarship and sent him to America for higher education. Since he was
in the hostel, he has been interested in participating in running races.
Therefore, even while he was in America, he participated in a mini
marathon and ranked among the first 15 competitors. After higher
education, he now works inan organizationin Bangalore, India..

During their college education, we had provided free accommodation in Pune for all the above
students. Therefore, they could complete their college education.

In the above example, there are four types of children, such as shepherds, farmers, cowherds
and orphans, who would have been completely deprived of education due to their
circumstances. These are just four examples that show how they, their families and even the
village can develop by getting the support of a hostel. We have many such experiences but due to
lack of space, itis not possible to give them all here. Thank you.
